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Community Group Questions: 
1. Read through Acts 17:1-9 and review the content of the message.  What was something that stood out to you?  Something that you learned, found convicting, or have more questions about? 
2. What is discipleship ministry?  Who is called to be part of discipleship as either as the discipler or as the one being discipled?  
3. According to our text what does it take to do discipleship?   Why do some believers not engage in discipleship ministry?  
4. What are the possible positive and negative outcomes when engaging in discipleship ministry?  Is it still worth it?  What is our motivation for engaging in discipleship ministry even though there could be negative/painful outcomes?
5. What is something you can do this week to help you be more intentional about engaging in discipleship ministry?   Spend some time praying as a group that the Lord will guide your hearts and bring about opportunities for discipleship!
